that a small site had been completed; that the lee site was
tc~ Plg and would Dbe abandoned. There would be a .policy
change in the Casper meetings; not so many movies, more re-
ports and talks to be given by the members in the new year.
Mention was made of how few members participate in a "dig".
In the gbsence of a Tres. report he stated that the Chapter
treasury had approximately $28. ,

The Northern Big Horn Basin Chapter report was given by Eob
wWill. He reported that several members met with Bob Brown
in the early summer at the Brown-Heeley site to assist in
the "dig". Chapter activities had been slow during the year.
In the absence of a Tres. report he stated that the Chapter
Treasury had slightly more than Casper --j;40.

The Sheridan. Chapter report was read by Jim Goodwin in the
absence of the writer, Mrs. PFred Hilman. It stressed a very
good year with the high-lights of the year being: The summer
meeting of the Northern Elg Horn Basin Chapter and the Sher-
idan Chapter on the Big Horns;the week-long display of Arch-
aeological material in Sheridan during late summer; the suc-
cessful Powers-Yonkee "dig"; the banquet honoring Dr. Wm. T.
Mulloy who told of his experiences during hils leave-of ab-
sence from the U. of Wyo., on Easter Island; and a lecture
given by Joe Medicine Crow on Indian culture.

The Treasurer's report from Sheridsn was given by Hila
Gilbert, Secy-Treas., and showed a balance on hand January 1
1962 of $24 00

Reports of Special Commlttees: Dr. Bentzen, as State legis-

lative Co-ordinator, announced that a former Sheridan Chap-

ter member, Glenn Sweem, had been appointed by the State

Historical Chapter to work along the same line to get a sal-

vage bill before the next State leglslature. Harold Newton,

Trustee of the PRoard of Directors at the U. of Wyo. and Dr.

Mulloy were thought to be favorable. 4 gquestion of the leg-

ality of certain phases of the former proposed legislation
was brought up.

An announcement by the Pres. wss made that a special comm-
ittee would be appointed to draw up amendments and changes
to the Constitution and PBy-laws for consideration and vote
by the members., each Chapter Pres. to appoint one member to
work on the committee.

Dr. Bentzen ﬂave a résumé of the Ijo. Archaeological Society
from the 1nception of the JSheridan Chapter S years ago,
stating that Sheridan had spent 4 years in preparitory work
before having a dig. Members of Sheridan Chapter vislited
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Casper in 1959 and organized the second Chapter in the State
of Wyo., Cody followed in 1950. Most strongly stressed was
the cooperation between the Chapters and the State organiz-
ation. It was announced thet the Memoirs would very likely
be published in the Plains Anthropologist or Archaeologist.
"Plains Archaeologist" was recommended for the Chapter 1ib-
raries. Proposed changes in the (Constitution and By-laws,
relative to individual mewbers "digging" were proposed. Dr.
Bentzen named a number of organizations who give grants for
authorized "digs". He stated that some archaeological mate-
rial and reports were not in possession of the Chapter and
brought up the question of recovery of same. Further recom-
mendations made: Chapters retain materials and reports from
"dig" sites. Not recommended: Memberships at large.

An announcement was made of the resignation of Don Grey as
State Zditor, with the suggestion that the State Publication
possitly be made on a quarterly basis.

An snnouncement was made by Bob Brown of the ¥eb. 13th meet-
ing of Casper Chapter, discoverer of the Mammoth-Rawlins
site to be the guest of honor and receilving a placque for
his fine service to the field of archaeology.

On behalf of Casper Chapter, Bob Brown invited the Wyoming
Archaeological Society to hold it's 1963 winter meeting in
Casper.

A letter was read from T.J. Taylor, Dir. Wyo. Dep't Revenue
regarding the 2% Wyo. Ssles tax: 'Quote" - if you purchsase
materials and supplies that will be paid for by the organ-
lzation's funds and ultimately consumed by the organization,
you need not pay sales tax. However, if you plan to sell any
merchandise, such as booklets, brochures, etec., you must
charge, collect and report and remit the 2% sales tax to

this department. ‘"Unquote'".

A request from a Kansas library for a subscription to the
Archaeologist was referred to the Constitution for ruling on
such requests.

Bob Brown proposed another summer meeting of the Society--
possibly in the Big Horns. He also recommended the follow-
lrg three books for Chapter libraries or membership reading;

THE WYOMING ARCHAEOLOGICAL SOCIETY
CONSTITUTION6AND BY-IAWS
1962

Furposes:
The Wyoming Archaeological Society was formed and in-

corporated under the laws of TWyoming for the following pur-
poses: ‘ : ; ‘

1. To encourage the preservation of archaeological mat~-
erials and sites.

2. To disseminate archaeological information.
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To promote scientific research, and co-operation
with sclentific organizstions to further archaeo-
logical studies.

To receive, maintain end hold, by bequest, devise,
or gift or otherwise, either real or personal, any
fund or funds without limitation as to amounts or
values; and to convey such property and to invest
and re-invest any principal or interest;and to dir-
ect, manage, and expand the income 'and vrincipal of
the association, and administer any special funds
for various purposes as agreed upon by the govern-
ing board of the society, and for the uses and pur-
poses hereiln set forth.

To buy, lease, hold, and exercise all priveleges of
ownershlp over such real or personal property as
may be necessary for the conduct and operation of
the business of this society, or incidental thereto.

Organization:

3

State Organization:
A. General
1. The society shall te governed by a state
executive board composed of all the regu-
lar offlcers and board members of all the
chapters, and +two specisl officers as
follows:
a. The state editor, who shall be ap-
pointed by the state executive comm.
b. A legislative committee chairman
shall be appointed by the state ex-
ecutive comm. for the legislative
commltteemen of the chapters.

2. The state officers shall consist of:
a. President
b. Vice-president
¢. BSeeretary-treasurer
These officers shall constitute the
State Executive Committee.

3. The state president shall preside over
the state board.

4. All state officers shall be elected by
the state board, and shall be elected
from present or past membership of the
state board. Election of state officers
shall take plsce at the first meeting of
the state board of each calendar year.
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5.

A vacesncy in any state office may be £ill-
ed by appointment by the president, until
the time of the next regular election.

The state Doard shall meet annually in
February, and at such other times as may
be determined by the Exacutive Committee.

B. Function,

1.

The function of the state board shall be;

a. .Control all publications of the so-
ciety.

b. Manage all properties and monies as-
signed to the society. ‘

¢c. Determine all state-wlde policies of
the society.

d. Serve 1in advisory capacity to all
chaptere of the socilety.

Thé state society shall not be liable for
any debts, bills or liabilities incurred
by any of the local chapters or their mem
bers.

" No officers, elective or appointive, of

this soclety, either state, or chapter
wlll recelve any compensation or be ex-
empt from dues.

All libraries, equipment, and monies of
disbanded chapters, as well as any state
society material purchased through the
use of chapter and state funds, shall be
turned over to the state society for dis-
position.

Ten.or more persons .living near each
cther may apply to the state board for a
chapter charter, providing the afore-men-
tioned persons are pald members of the
society and their chapter application is
approved by the state board by a 2/3 vote.

Bach chapter must choose a name for itself.
Iocal chapters may designate the time and
place of their meetings, but it is recom-

mended that chapters meet at least once a
month L] N
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4. Zach chapter has complete self-determin-
ation in the electinn of its officers,
business and projects, as long as it does
not violate the policies of the society
as a whole.

5. It shall be function of each chapter to
issue all memberships and collect dues.

6. Each chapter shall have full custody of,
and determine disposition of archzeolog-
ical material recovered by the chapter.

B. Officers:
1. Each chapter shall have the following
officers as its' executive board:
a. President
b. Vice-president
c. Becretary-treasurer
d. Four board members.

2. The President, Vice-president and Secre-
tary-treasurer shall serve one-year terms
and the Dboard members shall serve two-
year terms, except that upon the organi-
zation of a chapter,two of its first four
board members shall ©be elected to one-
year terms.

5. A vacancy 1in any chapter office may be
Tilled by appointment by the chapter pre-
sident until the next regular election.

4. The annual election of regular chapter
officers shall be held in January.

C. Appointive positions:
1. The chapter president shall appoint the
fellowing officers:

a. Chapter librarisn - to have charge
of perlodicals, books,and other 1lit-
erature, and to encourage the use
thereof.

b. Chapter correspondent- to correspond
with the editors of the society's
regular publiecations.

¢. Chavter historian - to record all
regular activities of the chapter;
to compile an annuasl report on the
chapnter activities; and summarize
the activity during the "digs" for
the past year.
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
